Dear Parent / Carer

In anticipation of the warmer weather, the school is prepared to provide a bottle of children’s high factor sunscreen for each class. Staff in the nursery and reception classes will help children to apply sunscreen. Staff in charge of older children will supervise the self-application of sunscreen.

If you would like your child to use the school sun screen, please complete the authorisation slip below. Alternatively, your child can bring his/her own sunscreen to school. This needs to be clearly labelled and given to a member of staff for storage. 

In addition to the use of sunscreen we will support safety in the sun by:

· Providing at least one Sun Smart lesson a year. This will be reinforced through assemblies, the curriculum and messages provided  by staff.
· Encouraging pupils to use the available shade and the review of activities during the hotter months.
· Ensuring all pupils have access to cold filtered drinking water.

By working in partnership with the school, parents and carers are asked to support safety in the sun by:

· Completing the consent letter below.
· Ensuring that your child wears appropriate clothing including sun hats, shirts with collars. (Vests and clothing which exposes the shoulders should not be worn to school).
· Ensuring that your child has a high factor sun screen applied before the start of the school day.
· Ensuring that your child has a clean water bottle each day.
· Spending time teaching your child how to apply sun screen.
· Labelling all clothing and items sent to school.
