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Dear Parent,

As part of the National Curriculum and the school’s ICT programme, we provide pupils with supervised access to the Internet. Parental permission is required and both pupils and parents should sign and return the enclosed forms to show acceptance of the rules detailed overleaf.

The Internet enables pupils to access a wealth of information and resources, as well as providing opportunities to collaborate and exchange messages with other Internet users. It also provides a means for the school and pupils to publish information and examples of pupils’ work and activities to a wider audience. When pupils use the internet at school, an adult will guide them towards appropriate materials whilst enabling and encouraging them to work independently.  However, families should be mindful that some material accessible via the Internet may contain items that are illegal, inaccurate or potentially offensive. The Local Authority has internet filters in place in schools which prevent and protect our pupils from gaining access to undesirable materials and inappropriate content. We also work closely with The All Wales Police School Liaison Team who regularly support the school and deliver lessons in Internet Safety.

We believe that the benefits of using the Internet to support the curriculum exceed any disadvantages. Ultimately, parents and carers are responsible for setting and conveying the standards that their children should follow when using media and information sources.
